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| met an interesting person a while back. You would have noticed her as you passed her on the
street. She was about 28 years old and covered with tattoos, including her face. She looked a little
out of place at VBS. What had happened was she had found Jesus, or rather, Jesus had gotten
through to her. She spent a couple of weeks growing spiritually and really making progress. An
amazing change had taken place in her life! She had been responsible for KKK rallies for a large
area, including Ohio. God had impacted her to the point where she decided to turn herself into the
authorities. There was a standing warrant for her arrest and she had 2 years of prison to serve.

Several weeks into her new life she was sitting in church listening to the sermon and the pastor
mentioned the Holocaust. She became upset and confronted the pastor following the service. She
believed that the Holocaust was a hoax, it never really happened. I'm not sure what one would do
to ignore the hundreds of personal testimonies, 1000’s of pictures of victims, the gas chambers
and furnaces that you can still visit in Germany today. How sad to believe in something so strongly
that truth has to be ignored to be able to continue to live in a fantasyland of our own creation.

It is frustrating to live in a society where decisions are made based on emotional responses
instead of facts. | guess that is why they call it a “political arena” because it is more show than
substance. But, it is a characteristic of our culture that Truth is not as important as appearance.
You do not need proof; an accusation will do. A society not requiring truth is able to make up its
own rules. Left to our own human wisdom, chaos follows. Watch the news.

The United Methodist Church has a mission statement, “to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the
transformation of the world.” That implies that the church is different, refreshingly different! There
is no transformation; however, when the church reflects the world.

What transforms lives? Only the power of God. We find His power in His Spirit and in His Word.

This means that the New Testament is 99.5% textually pure between the 5,600 Greek copies. That ¥ of one percent includes
spelling variations, not mistakes. Some think that the Bible has been rewritten so many times there must have been errors. But
the New Testament was not translated from Greek, to Latin, to German, to English. No, it was translated from Greek to English,
one step.

Book He quoted from most? The Book most scoffed at by the accusers... Genesis.

was living in various places in Africa when he was a child. He spoke about how receiving a shoebox changed
T his life and led him to Christ. He lived in a refugee camp for 10 years and never lost his favorite gift in his |
shoebox - a winter neck scarf. He was so happy to know that someone in the world loved him enough to
R send him a box. He knew that meant that God loved him, too and that he would someday use his scarf. He
had it on the night we saw him! He talked about other life changing moments that happened to the children
I when they received their boxes. Never doubt the significance of your box. A list of possible items for boxes is
on a table in the Gathering Space. You can put donated items in the red bin by the table. You need to include
E a $9.00 check or money order inside your box to pay for postage. If you register your box online you can
track where it went. Remember to include a note and photo in your box. Sometimes the children write back. o
s Thank you for your participation in this most important mission. We will try to use regular size shoeboxes this
year if possible. The church has a limited supply.

Please remember our pantry, held the second Friday of the month, and our Foodbank, held the fourth Friday
of the month. They both begin at 10:00am and end at noon. We always need help for the Foodbank and you
can come as early as 8:00am if you are able. The pantry holds all kinds of non-perishables and usually some
meats. The Foodbank is always fresh fruits and vegetables. All who live in the county are welcome to the
Foodbank. Those who live in the P.V. School District and qualify are welcome to attend the pantry.

Much of our food for the pantry comes from Country Neighbor: some of it is free and some we pay for, at
very low prices. But, our donations of non-perishables help to keep the pantry stocked. We receive items
from our church, other churches, organizations, and plain ol' individuals. We are so thankful that our
community is such a loving and giving one. We would not exist without Country Neighbor and our local
donations of food and money. Come visit us any time. We will soon be publishing the numbers of people fed
each month. Thanks for your donations and help with these two missions.
